Where are the Maggie Valley Festival Grounds?

Will there be food available at the festival grounds? 

Yes, there will be concession stands sales of food Friday (6 pm to 10 pm) and Saturday (9 am to 4 pm). The concession stands accept cash or credit card. BRP will provide a BBQ dinner Saturday night. There are also restaurants in the area.

Will there be organized rides of the area?

There will be only one ride organized by BRP. The OPTONAL ride to Tail of the Dragon on Sunday, June 19. However, BRP will supply each registered roadster owner a map with several scenic loops in the area.

Why isn't BRP organizing a large group ride? 

Due to the tight and twisty nature of the roads in the area, we will not be organizing a large group ride this year. We do encourage you to get together with your fellow roadster owners and organize smaller group rides Friday and Saturday, however.

If I want to organize a ride, how should I?

We suggest utilizing our Can-Am roadster Facebook page at: facebook.com/canamspyder; or logging on to SpyderLovers.com or SpyderTalk.com and posting your interest in doing a ride on those forums. At Maggie Valley, near the registration area, we will have a whiteboard where you will be able to list your ride, where you are meeting and the time you plan on leaving.

What happens if I break down? Will BRP come and get me?

BRP will have a flat-bed tow truck that will be able to bring you to the nearest Can-Am roadster dealership to have your roadster looked at and/or repaired. You can call us at: 828-926-4424 (Ken Brown is the name of the driver). 

Where are the nearest gas stations? 

There are gas stations located in Maggie Valley and nearby Waynesville.

Where is the nearest ATM?

There are banks and gas stations in Maggie Valley which have ATMs.

My friend is coming on his motorcycle, is this OK?

Yes, we welcome friends of Spyder riders; however he or she may get some strange looks and asked who they are with!

Will I be able to try a roadster demo ride?

BRP will not have demo rides available at Maggie Valley. To arrange for a demo near you please visit your local Can-Am roadster dealer or visit: spyderryder.com.

Can I join the charity ride as it comes through Maggie Valley on Saturday between 12:30 pm and 1 pm? 

Unfortunately the North Carolina State Patrol will not allow us to organize a ride within the charity ride. However, BRP is supporting the memorial fund on your behalf.

How do I get free admission to the Wheels Through Time Museum?

When you register, you will get a wristband that will allow you free admission to the museum located in Maggie Valley. It is open 9 am to 5 pm Saturday.

Will you have free water this year?

Yes, we will provide water free of charge.

Do I really have to be present at the drawing to win the trip to Europe?

Yes, if you are not present, we will draw another winner. If you are the winner, you will be required to go up on stage for a photo.

Will the tent selling BRP parts and accessories accept cash and credit cards?

Yes, both cash and credit.

What is light service work and minor maintenance?

That will have to be determined with the service tech on site. If we can do it at Maggie Valley, we will. However, you may be referenced to a dealer in the area. For example, will be able to do oil changes, belt tension checks and adjustments and other small items on the site of the festival grounds.

Will you do service work free of charge?

No, you will have to pay the dealership rate for any work done on your roadster on site.

If I want to enter the customization contest, do I have to pre-register for it ahead of time?

No, but it is encouraged so we can have a better idea of how many entries we will have. You can download the pre-registration form here: http://tinyurl.com/3pewbpw

What will I receive at registration?

You will get a registration packet with a couple of goodies from BRP, a $25 gift card for a tank of gas, product brochures, a list of area dealers, a ballot for the customization contest, a map of the area with scenic loops, an agenda and this FAQ. You will also be entered for the grand-prize drawing (one entry per pre-registered roadster).

I won the grand prize… now what?

First, congratulations! Second, the date for the 2012 European Owner Event is still TBA. However, we will determine a date in December of 2011. We will contact the winner once the date has been set and finalize details at that time. BRP will provide the winner and one other person roundtrip airfare to the event, lodging expenses for six nights and the use of one Spyder RT roadster for the event and trip.
